During that time, as we
waited to hear the fate of 29 coal miners, our disaster workers
provided food and comfort for the families around the clock.

Our Service to Armed Forces volunteers worked diligently to
bring two soldiers home from overseas to be with their
families.

Disaster Services

When a disaster threatens or strikes, the Red
Cross provides onsite and follow-up assistance,
helping clients with a place to stay, food,
emotional support, comfort items and cleanup
kits. This year, we responded to 410 local
disasters and helped 582 families when they
needed it. The scope of these disasters ranged
from 383 home fires, three severe floods, two
major winter storms, one apartment complex
fire and the Upper Big Branch Mine explosion.

Health and Safety Services

From first aid, CPR and AED training to
swimming and lifeguarding, American Red Cross
programs help people lead safer and healthier
lives. This year, 19,561 individuals learned
lifesaving skilled through 3,162 classes offered
by the chapter. Classes are held at our chapter
offices, workplaces, schools and community
buildings.

Services to Armed Forces

The American Red Cross provides
communication between those in the Armed
Forces and their families. We helped 342
military families send emergency messages,
receive financial assistance and get counseling
and referrals. We also briefed 2,190 families

facing deployment on how to access our services

anywhere in the world.

Blood Services

Every two seconds, someone needs blood—a
cancer patient, an accident victim, a
premature baby. This year, we helped collect
30,000 units of blood from generous volunteer
donors.

Community Education

Because being prepared can make your family
and community safer and often minimize
injury and destruction, we made 1,073
presentations in the community. The Red
Cross has preparedness programs for all ages
and for all groups of people. Our programs
are tailored to suit elementary schools,
community groups, neighborhoods and
businesses.

A Note About Volunteers

We depend on volunteers of all ages and
backgrounds to carry on our work. Volunteers
constitute 97 percent of our total workforce,
serving as members of the board, instructors
teaching lifesaving skills, disaster action team
members, office administrators, event organizers
and more.

This year, over 400 volunteers made the work of
the chapter possible, contributing countless hours
assisting disaster victims, teaching health and
safety classes and assisting military families.
